Q. 45. How doth Christ execute the office of a king?
A. Christ executeth the office of a king, in calling out of the world a people
to himself, and giving them officers, laws, and censures, by which he visibly
governs them; in bestowing saving grace upon his elect, rewarding their
obedience, and correcting them for their sins, preserving and supporting
them under all their temptations and sufferings, restraining and overcoming
all their enemies, and powerfully ordering, all things for his own glory, and
their good; and also in taking vengeance on the rest, who know not God,
and obey not the gospel.
Q. 46. What was the estate of Christ’s humiliation?
A. The estate of Christ’s humiliation was that low condition, wherein he, for
our sakes, emptying himself of his glory, took upon him the form of a

servant, in his conception and birth, life, death, and after his death, until his
resurrection.

Q. 47. How did Christ humble himself in his conception and birth?

A. Christ humbled himself in his conception and birth, in that, being from
all eternity the Son of God, in the bosom of the Father, he was pleased in
the fulness of time to become the son of man, made of a woman of low
estate, and to be born of her; with divers circumstances of more than
ordinary abasement.
